The ABSSS team made an assessment of the families that are in dire need of help to brave the
repercussions of the lock-down. Most of these families are the ones dependent on daily wage for their
survival. Selection of essentials: In every location, 3-4 groups’ member families were consulted before
preparing the list of essentials to be sourced. The number of family members was also kept in mind while
budgeting for items that would last for at least a month for the family. Based on this a list of essentials was
prepared. It was also ensured that the essentials sourced are of good quality and brands. ABSSS covered
1220 families through food basketand hygiene Kkits.

Covid-19 Relief- Intergenerational and coping and learning
materials for Children, Youths and Adolescents:

Under the intergeneration coping and learning programme we have covered 944 children in Manikpur
and 321 in Bargarh location through library books, 236 children of Manikpur and 108 children of Bargarh
through TLM, 400 children of Manikpur and 350 children of Bargarh through home based activity kit and
1192 children through home visitin both the location.

We have also covered 288 youths and adolescent. In this platform we provided skill development and
livelihood (income generational) information.

Tapovan- Horticulture (Fruit and herbal plant) model:

The ABSSS team made an assessment of the families that are in dire need of help to brave the
repercussions of the lock-down. Most of these families are the ones dependent on daily wage for their
survival and they have barren land so we have developing the barren land to fertile land through
horticulture and herbal plantation. Here in Bargarh and Manikpur location main problem is water and
animal free grazing hence we provide the fencing to theirland and developing land to fertile land.

We are doing work in 2 acre of barren land one acre in Bargarh and one acre in Manikpur location. After
the three years farmer will getaround 5000.00 per month from theirland and it will be increased by years.

Micro Enterprises- Sustainable Livelihood Development Program:

In order to sustainable development of bonded labourer survivors, ABSSS providing direct support to 43
survivors such as the support for Kirana Shop, Cycle repairing, selling sarees by visiting door to door etc.
under the rehabilitation of bonded labourer families. Due to this initiative, families are doing their
business & survive without migration. Also we are taking interventions of health, education, economic
empowerment, housing, legal protection and mental wellbeing under the rehabilitation of bonded
labourer program.

ABSSS established and maintained kitchen garden on a small patch of land with minimum technical
inputs; hence, these gardens provide the rural resource poor communities with a platform for innovations
in supplemental food production as well as an opportunity to improve their livelihoods. Especially efforts
of women, becomes particularly important in the management of these gardens. These women members
of rural families easily fighting crop losses and other negative implications. These practices make
environment friendly as well.

Education- Bharat Mata Baal Abhyuday Kendra

In view of early childhood education where Aanganwadees still not established or inactive, we are
implementing early childhood education centers & support classes for the primary & upper primary. Total
10 Bharat Mata Baal Abhyuday Kendras is implementing where 330 children enrolled between the ages of
3 years to 6 years. Also 270 children are enrolled for providing support classes. We covered all the
developmental aspects to the children like literacy, numeracy, cognitive, social emotional, physical
through the separate activities like games, storytelling, maps etc.
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Awareness through Wall Painting- Sakrauha village of Manikpur block (Distt- Chitrakoot)
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Peer Educators as a Change Agents- Sanitary NapKkins Depot:

ABSSS established low cost sanitary napkin depot centre in 24 villages which is managed by Adolescent
groups and women groups. These centre ensured availability of sanitary napkins. The Adolescent and
women groups' responsibility is -1. Ensure the supply chain management. 2. Counsel community
members (esp. Adolescent girls & reproductive age group women) about menstrual hygiene &
management deliver important massages pertaining to the subject in various contexts. 3. Demonstrate
the usage of sanitary napkins as per the need

Natural Farming Promotion- Seeds Distribution:

ABSSS took initiative of
Cow Based Natural
Farming & promoting to
farmers for doing the
practices of natural
farming. We also
provided seed support for
kharif crop to famers
whose are participated in
the training conducted by
ABSSS. We have provided
kharif seed- Paddy, Seas
mum, Red gram, Green
gram, Black gram, Jwar,
Bajra to 180 farmers of
Bargarh region and 538
farmer of Manikpur
location.

In the year 2021- 22, the parental contact for pollution free human child

nature, consciousness towards education, solutions to maternal power
problems, awareness for the difficulties of adolescent life, society, natural
farming, food for the body etc., extensive work has been done for 3000 tribal
children (boys and girls). The organization (ABSSS) is moving forward with a
dream to move towards higher education.
