They 

have started challenging their exploitation and bondage and are increasingly controlling resources to 

improve their lives.

In march 2020, ABSSS completed 42 years of its presence in all over Bundelkhand.

COVERAGE

AREA- Apart from Chitrakoot and Banda districts in which ABSSS is currently working, it has also 

worked in Hamirpur, Mahoba, Jhansi and Lalitpur districts of Bundelkhand in Uttar Pradesh. The 

organization's work has touched those parts of Allahabad (now renamed Prayagraj) and Sonbhadra 

districts which are characteristically similar to Bundelkhand region. Additionally, it has worked in 

Tikamgarh district of Bundelkhand in Madhya Pradesh and Anuppur district of the same state.

PROGRAM	HIGHLIGHTS

ABSSS follows a life-cycle approach with appropriate need of the families in its project area for 

covering the basic needs of the communities related to education, health and livelihood.

1.  Early Childhood Education

 ABSSS has been operating community based Early 

Childhood Development Centres (AWC) referred to as 

“ECD centre” for children in 3-5 years age group. These 

centers operate usually from AWC and community 

where is no AWC, engage children in addressing their 

developmental needs with the overall goal of school 

readiness. ABSSS has consistently enrolled about 556 

children in its Early Childhood Education and care 

program	in	16	ECD	centers.	
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Ø Early childhood education through play-way methods and to develop the school going 

habit in children 

Ø All round development of the child which includes physical development, language 

development, cognitive development, social development and creativity development

1.1.  Physical Development : Quarterly Progress of the Physical Development of Children in ECD

Ø 7.5 percent children increased their physical capacity in 3 year's age children, 20.6 percent 

4 years children and 31.2 percent of 5 years age children through ECD centre activities.

1.2. Cognitive Development : Quarterly Progress of the Cogni�ve Development of Children 

in ECD

Ø 9.7 percent children increased their Congnitive capacity in 3 year's age children, 24.2 

percent 4 years children and 13.9 percent of 5 years age children through ECD centre 

activities.

1.3. Linguistic Development : Quarterly progress of the Cogni�ve development of children 

in ECD

Ø 3 years of children 5.3 percent and In 4 years of children 9.8 percent children improved 

their capacity in Linguistic Development, while 36.8 percent of 5 years age children 

improved their capacity through ECD centre.

Ø 6.0 percent on 3 years age children improved their capacity, 7.4 percent of 4 years children 

and 18.3 percent of 5 years children improved their capacity in Creativity development 

activities

2.	 Child	Immunization

 Immunization is one of the key interventions for protection of children from life threatening 

conditions, which are preventable. With the support of Community Health centre Manikpur we 

provided the bene�its of the immunization to our enrolled and non enrolled children whose are in 

0-6 year within our project area. Under the immunization program children immunized with 

different vaccines as per the need and age.

 2.1. Pregnant Women Immunization

  With the support of Community health Centre 

Manikpur immunization and pregnant women 

care women have been done within our project. 

Figure showed that 527 pregnant women of the 

project area registered for ANC in 1st quarter, 

246 registered in 2nd quarter and 202 in 3rd 

quarter.

Ø 60% women got TT- in 1st quarter, 52.85% in 

2nd quarter and 32.4% in quarter 3rd and 

46.5% in quarter 4th.

Ø 49.15% PW got TT2 in 1st quarter, 48.78% in 

2nd quarter and 40.28% in quarter 3rd and 

31% in quarter 4th.

Ø In 1st quarter 37.19%PW got TT booster, 

48.37%PW got in 2nd quarter and 39.9% in quarter 3rd and 36% in quarter 4th.

Ø 99.62% PW got calcium tablets in 1st quarter, 87.40% PW got in 2nd quarter and 68.1% 

in quarter 3rd and 90% in quarter 4th .20.

Ø 83.30% PW received 4 or more ANC check-ups in 1stquarter, 87.40% PW received in 2nd 

quarter and 52.2% in quarter 3rd and 56% in quarter 4th.	

3.	Kitchen	Garden-	Empowering	Women

 Akhil Bhartiya Samaj Sewa Sansthan (ABSSS) established and maintained kitchen garden on a 

small patch of land with minimum technical inputs; hence, these gardens provide the rural 

resource poor communities with a platform for innovations in supplemental food production as 

well as an opportunity to improve their livelihoods.

  Family labour, especially efforts of women, becomes particularly important in the management of 

these gardens. Empowered with reasonably minimum amount of skills and knowledge, these 

women members of rural families easily �ighting crop losses and other negative implications. 

thereby making kitchen gardening a pro�itable initiative. Besides, the major use of organic farming 

practices makes these gardens environment friendly as well. 
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 And therefore, to promote supplemental food production among the underprivileged and poor 

people in the rural areas, ABSSS promotes the small kitchen garden model with an aim to improve 

nutrition security and supplement household income. The primary rationale behind this model is 

to help improve the nutrition status of small and marginal farmers and their families, providing 

them with an assorted mix of vegetables for a considerable stretch of the year.

 Kitchen gardens are cost-effective, practical and easily meet the balanced dietary requirements of 

rural households as well as add substantially to the family income. Crops are selected considering 

the prevailing food habits and climatic conditions of the implementation areas, and with the larger 

goal of ensuring availability of wholesome and nutritious food.

 In 2018, ABSSS distributed seed kits, consisting of ten types of vegetable seeds i.e- tomato, spinach, 

chilli, methi, chaurai, radish, carrot, cabbage etc. , to almost 107 enrolled families in Maikpur village  

of district Chitrakoot . The cost of one vegetable-seed kit is Rs275. The kit consisted of the following 

crops; Raddish, Coriander, Fenugreek, Spinach, Beetroot tomato and cabbageetc

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 Kitchen gardens help increase 

household income either by sale of 

the food products grown in the 

gardens or by the consumption of 

the same food items that the 

families would have otherwise 

purchased from markets using a 

signi�icant portion of the family 

income. As mentioned earlier 

ABSSS distributed kitchen garden 

seeds to 107 enrolled families, all 

o f  t h e m  h a v e  b e n e � i t t e d 

economically from the initiative. 

This ultimately led to a saving of 

approximately Rs472.00 per 

family.

 For rural resource-poor families, 

the economic bene�its of kitchen 

gardens are beyond simple food production and subsistence. Apart from income generation 

and household economic welfare, this initiative promotes entrepreneurship, especially among 

women. Nonetheless, the earnings from the sale of kitchen garden products and the savings 

from consuming home-grown food products create an increased amount of disposable income 

for the bene�iciary families, who invest the surplus income to ful�il other domestic 

requirements including purchase of additional food items, greater investment in education of 

children, and others.

3.2. Women Empowerment

 By distribution of seeds to 107 households in Manikpur, ABSSS encouraged its women 

community leaders to be actively involved in kitchen gardening for ensuring food and 

nutritional securities of their families. As a result, the contribution of women in household food 

production has increased manifold, at times even making them the sole care takers of these 

gardens. It is seen that with time, kitchen gardening activities commensurate with their daily 

domestic chores, subsequently generating hopes for their socio-economic enhancement.

 Kitchen gardening helped women to develop pro�iciency in vegetable cultivation to some 

extent, which in turn helps them become better home and environment managers and meet 

the needs of their families more easily and economically. This enhances their status within the 

family and in the society at large as well.

 Kitchen gardens are also bene�iting for pregnant women who are not supposed to do heavy 

manual �ield work or spend long hours with insuf�icient food intake in order to ensure 

physical safety of the mother and the child. Additionally, the new-born infants need regular 

breast-feeding and attention. After six months, a child needs more than breast milk alone 

and complementary foods provided. Being at home during these months, investing time 

in kitchen gardening, thus provides women with income generation to some extent; 

also nutrient rich kitchen garden products have the potential to ensure food and nutritional 

safety of growing children.

4.	Eliminating	 Malnutrition	 Through	 Providing	 Nutritious	 Food	 to	

Mother	and	Children	

 We target the direct and indirect causes of malnutrition that threaten the health and well-being of 

infants, young children, and mothers. These include hidden hunger, which happens when pregnant 

women and young children don't get the right micronutrients like iron and vitamin A that are vital 

to �ighting disease and ensuring healthy growth and development. Other major causes of 

malnutrition among mothers and young children are disease, poor diet and insuf�icient access to 

nutritious food, inadequate health care, unsafe drinking water, and poor knowledge of the vital 

care and feeding practices that are necessary for a healthy start during the �irst 1,000 days between 

a woman's pregnancy and a child's second birthday.

5.	Prioritizing	Prevention

 ABSSS prioritized solution include exclusive breastfeeding, educating caregivers about good 

nutrition and hygiene practices, providing supplements for women during pregnancy and for 

infants after birth, empowering families to grow nutritious 

foods on kitchen garden, and strengthening community-

institution.

 We provide locally available nutritious food with vitamin A, 

iron, and other critical micronutrients to children and 

pregnant women. We strengthen health services by training 

workers to counsel families on optimal nutrition.

 ABSSS promoted the PENCIL program model and aiming to facilitate the acquisition of basic 

skills in the children who are struggling with the learning gaps. ABSSS doing special literacy 

and numeracy models practiced at the 6 BBS centre in the schools and 05 support classes in 

community. These centers cater to children with learning gaps – those who are already in 

school but are struggling with the grade appropriate curriculum This model helping the 

children in developing literacy and numeracy skills till their age appropriate grade whichever 

is less so that, the children have strong basics for continuing their education.

7.7. Local artist (local folk music art) linked with school and community

 Folk art is an expression of the artistic activity of rural communities. It encompasses visual arts, 
music, oral traditions, and rituals. The aforementioned areas are indivisibly connected with 
each other as well as the life of villages and their inhabitants and they all together constitute 
folk art. Folk art is an element of rural life dependent on beliefs, system of values, social 
relations, and the natural environment which arises from the sense of rhythm, harmony, and 
symmetry inherent to human beings. The Akhil Bhartiya Samaj Sewa Sansthan identi�ied the 
local folk music artist and linked them with 10 school and 28 villages. Local folk music artist 
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teaches children through local folk music. The main objective is to make children stay in school; 
they respond to music and learn through music. Music expresses children's identity and 
heritage, teaches them to belong to a culture, and develops 
their cognitive well-being and inner self-worth.

 Along with song music, educational games are also 
conducted so that children are aware about their health 
Inspirational songs like-

 7.7.1. Process

  Local folk music artist linked with 10 Primary schools of Manikpur area and 28 villages as 
well. The artist conducted the classes once a month in every school. In this program, almost 
800 children participated in the schools and 839 parents participated in the community. 
With this program, creating a good environment in the school, promoting the local folk 
music, as well as education and health awareness.

7.8. Improving reading habit through Library

 The library has been set up in 6 BBS centres in school, 5 supportive class in community and 4 
communities in Bargarh area. There are 150 to 200 books in all library centres. There are many 
types of interesting storybooks for children to read. Children choose books according to their 
interests and child their names issue book and read at home. At home, they also tell the same 
story to their parents, which the parents themselves read, they read it themselves.

 Through the library, the store of words has increased in the children, as well as the practice of 

reading in them. To connect the children to the library and to promote the practice of reading, 

local language books have also been included. By reading the books of the local language, the 

child gets more easily understand and the relation of children with books increases more.

 Akhil Bhartiya Samaj Sewa Sansthan with support of 

ChildFund India, organized an art activities for students 

such as debates, storytelling, peer-to-peer coaching, 

leadership workshops, child protection, dance, writing 

letters, craft and music programs for the integrated 

development of child, in order to provide a platform to know 

and give different platform to the various talents of children. 

In which children presented their various talents such as 

painting, songs, music, drama local dance (Rai) etc. 

 According to the children's interest in the Children's 

program, the outline of the program was prepared. The 

children prepared themselves and presented their 

programs. The song was �irst debuted through local artists. 

Children were also painting in this program. In painting, 

children made the art of their choice and painted it. The 

children gave a speech about the problem of their village, in 

which the problem was present to everyone. Children 

performed dance, song, drama.

	 Outcome:-

Ø Through the painting program, children became pro�icient in art and knowledge of their 

interests.

Ø All children got an opportunity to highlight their talents. Everyone has an equal 

opportunity to learn.

8.	 Adolescent	Reproductive	and	Sexual	Health	(ARSH)

8.1  Peer educator as a change agent

 In the project area ABSSS adopt the peer learning approach 

for build capacity of adolescent girls on MHM and SRH 

issues peer educator is motivating adolescent girls to adapt 

and maintain positive behaviours that promote health and 

prevent diseases through reinforcing behaviour change.

 Peer education is promoting good sexual and reproductive 

health (SRH) among Adolescent in project area. Peer 

learning process is improving Adolescent's health-related 

knowledge, attitudes and skills as well as their access to 

health services. Peer education is based on the idea that 

young Adolescent are more likely to change their 

behaviour if peers they like and trust advocate for change.
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 8.2.  Meeting held by Peer educator

 	 In	ARSH	&	Life	Skills	Education

  The psychological push factors such as the inability to tackle emotional pain, con�licts, 

frustrations and anxieties about the future are often the driving force for high risk behavior. 

Life skills training is an ef�icacious tool for empowering the youth to act responsibly, take 

initiative and take control. It is based on the assumption that when young people are able to 

rise above emotional impasses arising from daily con�licts, entangled relationships and 

peer pressure, they are less likely to resort to anti-social or high risk behaviors.

  Peer	Educators	Approach

	 	 To overcome to above mention issues among adolescents, ABSSS has been adopted peer 

education approach to aware & capacitate the adolescents. The processes adopted are as 

follows:

l�Firstly, Life Skills Training was provided to main trainers as well as groups of 

adolescents. In this peer training approach, involves one trainer and 3-4 adolescent 

(forming the core life skills team) at the village level. They learn these skills through 

active learning and participation in training workshop program organized by ABSSS 

through skilled trainers.

l�Secondly, group of adolescents (10 to 15) prepared for taking session among their peer 

adolescents. They further train their peers at village & school levels in these skills 

through the same process. They follow up with the main resource team for feedback, 

discussions, training material etc.

l�Thirdly,	demonstrative initiative has be en applied such as MatkaVidhi, GaddhaVidhi in 

MHM for safe disposable of the sanitary pad.

8.3. Established Promote locally & low cost method for safe disposal of sanitary 
napkins 

 ABSSS has taken the initiative to promote menstrual 

sanitation and proper disposal of menstrual waste forward 

by creating awareness, encouraging every woman to use 

locally low cost method for safe disposal of sanitary napkin 

and promoting. These steps are promoting adolescent girls 

to use of sanitary napkins and promote Mataka	or	Gaddha	

Vidhi for safe disposal of sanitary napkins.

 For the promotion to use of sanitary napkins ABSSS also 

established 22 sanitary depots in village which is managed 

by Adolescent (Kishori	 Manch) and Mothers (Sakhi	

Manch)

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8.4.  Community Managed Sanitary Napkin Depot Centres

 ABSSS established low cost sanitary napkin depot centre in 24 villages which is managed by 

Adolescent groups and women groups. These centre ensured availability of sanitary napkins.  

The Adolescent and women groups' responsibility is –

 Ensure the supply chain management

 Counsel community members (esp. Adolescent girls & reproductive age group women) about 

menstrual hygiene & management deliver important massages pertaining to the subject in 

various contexts (which has been discussed earlier) 

 Demonstrate the usage of sanitary napkins as per the need

 Rules	for	sale	and	purchase: Provisions regarding the sale & purchase of the sanitary napkins 

were made in the event which is as following:
